Recorded as site owned by Ralph Morin

Recorded in ownership of Tyringham Family

Recorded as site owned Roger Tyringham

Sold to John Prior of Newnham

In ownership of John Tyringham

Passed to son John Tyringham

Surrender of Warden Abby to Crown Estate
passed to the Gostwick Family of Willington.
